¢s To make a survey of the teacher's work lead both in tcaching
and other duties by first finding out the average work load

per week of the individual teachers in various sizes of schools

and then nakipg o comparison of such finding as follows;

2,7 The average work load of the teacher teacking only classes
at the lower secondary level, that of the teacher teaching
only claosses at the upper secondary level, and that of the
teacher teaching in both levels.

2«2 The average work load of the teacher in each subject field,

3« To Tind out whether there is any correlation between the size

of the school and the teacher's teaching load,

Maethods and Procedures,

The necessary data were collected through use of a set of
open-end questionmaire which was divided into four parts, The
first part deals with the teacher's sex, agey experience and
position: the second part concentrates on the teacher's work load
per wcelt: the third part covers the teacher's opinion on appro-
pPriate work load of a school staff teaching at each level inclu-

ding those having other duties: and the last part concerns with



problens encountered by the tearhers, The guestionnaire wos zent
to 38 prineipals and 460 teachers in 38 secondary schools in the
Bangkek and Thonburi aren, Thirty principals (78.95 %) and 382
teachera (82.32 %) returnsd wpeable questionnaires., The data
collected wore analyzed by using such statistical treatment as

range, node, vedian and avarage

FindinEE 2nd Conclusion,

1. The majority of secondary school teachers working in snall,
tediun and large schools was asslgned duties according to their

acadenieg qualifications, abilities and experiences,

2» The average work load of the teacher in all three sizes of

respectively,

2.2 The average teoching load of the teacher having elasses in
lore than one subject field at the lower secondary level in
si10ll, nediun and large schaols was 19, 18 and 18 periods
A weel respectively.

2.5 The average teaching lecad of the teacher having classes in
orle subjeet field =54 the Upper secondary level in =mall,
fOediun and large schools was 16, 17 and 17 periods per week
Tespectively.

2,4 The average teaching load of the teacher responsible for
Liere than one subjeect field at the upper secondary level in
silall, npediwn and large schools was 17, 18, 18 periods per
‘Week respectively.

2.6 The average work load ol the teacher responsible for such

Since the work londs of the teacher in all three sizes of
schools were not nuch different, it can, therefore, be assuned
that the sizes of schools has nao arparent bearing on the

teccherts teaching load,

The opinicns on the appropriate teaching londs as expressed
by the principals, department heads and teachers can be
sunnarized as follows:

4.1 The appropriate teaching load for the teacher having
classes at the lower secondary level should be 18 periods
Ter weelk,

4.2 The approprinate teaching load for the teacher having
c¢lasses at the upper Secondary level should be 15 periods
per weel,

4.3 The appropriate teaching load for the departuent heads
should bte 12 pericds PeT week.

4.4 The apprapriate teaching load for the school librarian
should be 10 periods per week.

4.5 The appropriate teaching load for the school counsellor
should be 10 periods per week.

L.6 The appropriate teaching load for the scheool nurae should
be 8 periods per week,

“.7 The nenbers of tho administrative staff should have no

clacges,

The teaching loads suggested above were in fact only a little

lower than the current cnes,

The problens that the aajority of teachers find most difficult
to cope with were those concerning the students both in their
studies and behaviours, The less difficult problens are thosc
relating to the working system, the school admginigtrator, the

tetching load and the teaching aids and foeilities.
